His life now is a little different since he is at camp many weekends and remarked
“I’'m in church every Sunday now,” Executive Director Joel Legred said, “Not long
after he received the award, he was back up at camp again...roofing, taking in docks
and boats and painting and wood splitting, and on, and on and on.”

I’m also betting
that even more of us have at one point or another built or tried to build a sand
castle. Most of the time they don’t last long.

In Matthew 7:24-27, Jesus says, “Therefore everyone who hears these words
of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise man who built his house on the

rock. The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against
that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. But every-
one who hears these words of mine and does not put them into practice is like a
foolish man who built his house on sand. The rain came down, the streams rose,
and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a great crash.”

Some people may hear this story and think, ‘Oh, that is a great architectural
lesson, however it really doesn’t have anything to do with me.” But it does, and this
story goes way beyond architecture. Jesus is talking about us, about our lives, how
we live them, and if He is our Rock or not. It’s about building our lives in Him.

The difference between building our “house” on the rock or on the sand is
how we use what we hear and learn. Going back to the building aspect of
structures,what are some of the tools you may need: hammer, nails, saws, levels,
wrenches?

Now think about the tools you need to build your life in Christ. What are
some of the tools you’ll need? Faith, scripture, fellowship with other Christians,
honesty, love and perseverance are just a few you’ll need.

These things and Jesus are that strong foundation for all of us. Camp is also
a great tool that helps provide all these things to those who let Luther Park into
their lives. As we go through life it is our choice where and how we want to use
these tools to build our lives—"“our houses.”

Let Luther Park be a year-round tool to help you. We are here and open and
waiting to be a part in building and supporting a strong Christian foundation in
everyone’s life.
